ADDENDA TO THE 2007 REPORT – unfortunately the last paragraph of the section on Corn Bunting was omitted. This is attached below:

Chat Moss and its constituent mosslands area: flock counts included: - 15 at Astley Road on Feb 22nd, 10 at Irlam Moss on Sep 6th, 25 at Little Woolden Moss on Dec 5th and 11 at the Rindle Road feeding station on Dec 22nd.  

Breeding: males were reported to be singing between May 7th and Jul 14th.  2 pairs were stated as nesting at Barton Moss in May.  David Steel continued with his important project of mapping the breeding territories of Corn Buntings over the Chat Moss area this summer.  23 territories were determined this year – 21 in 2006, 24 in 2005 and 25 in 2004.

Surveys: the only record received this year, that might conceivably be regarded as being away from the main “heartland” of this species, was during the BBS at Lane Head - with 3 birds recorded on the late visit.
